From the Pastor’s Desk

If You Could Choose Your Birthday ...

For it is the God who said, “Let light shine out of darkness,”
who has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of
the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ. (2 Corinthians 4:6)

If you could choose your birthday, which date would you
choose to celebrate your life? It is a theoretical question, to be
sure, because none of us can choose our birthday. It is a date
given to us, beyond our choice or power to choose. Chances are,
though, that few of us would choose one of the shortest days of
the year that has a better than average chance of being damp and
cold as well as dark.

Interestingly, it is just such a day that the early Christian
community chose to celebrate as the birth of Jesus. No one
knows when Jesus was born exactly.

We have a pretty good idea of when he was crucified and when
he rose from the grave, because the crucifixion is connected to
the Jewish celebration of Passover. Passover is dated according
to the first full moon following the spring equinox. While the date
of Easter changes from year to year, we can be confident with the
calculation of when the holiday is celebrated.

The actual date of the birth of Jesus, though, has always
been more of a mystery. The primary holiday for the earliest
Christians to celebrate was the resurrection. The celebration of
the birth of Jesus came later, a secondary celebration that
supports the belief that Jesus was indeed both human and divine
— the incarnation of God. Not knowing exactly when the birth of
Jesus occurred, leaders in the third-century Christian community
chose a day to celebrate his birth.

Luther Reed, in his classic work The Lutheran Liturgy, summarizes
the action this way: “In pagan Rome, December 25 was celebrated
as a festival of the Sun and in recognition of the winter solstice.
Church leaders took advantage of this deeply rooted observance
and gave it Christian direction by celebrating the birth of the Sun
of Righteousness on this date.”

So, the Church co-opted a pagan holiday in order to more
effectively share its message — the Gospel — with the world.
Rather than give praise to the sun of nature for victory over
darkness, praise and glory and honor are given to the Son of God.
In what are literally the shortest and darkest days of the year (for
people living in the Northern Hemisphere), we look to Jesus who
is the true Light of the World. In Jesus, God bursts upon us as
light in the midst of darkness, hope in the midst of despair, love in
a world that too often clings to hatred, forgiveness to people who
are burdened by guilt.



Maybe this is too much to take in, for we are people
immersed in a Christmas holiday that goes far beyond celebrating
the birth of the Son of God. Our culture goes far beyond the
Christian meaning of Christmas — and sometimes far around that
meaning — but certainly doesn’t come near the depth of what God
bestows upon us in Jesus. Yet even as | say that, | want to
recognize that the roots of putting Christ in Christmas do
permeate many of this season’s so-called secular traditions.

The holiday lights strung on houses do shatter the darkness
of the night, regardless of the faith of those who hung the lights.
Some gift giving truly is more sacrificial than commercial.
Christmas carols sung or played in settings other than church
buildings may be an example of worship breaking into the world.
Christmas tables are places where people are gathered and united
and fed, despite the different issues and circumstances that may
separate them on other days.

As | write this | am well aware that it is still another four
weeks and a few days before the winter solstice, the shortest day
of the year. The nights will still get longer and darker, the days
damper and colder. | am also well aware that for some, such
experiences have nothing to do with the season of the year or the
weather. The seasons of the heart and soul are not always
connected to the calendar. Itis into the darkness of the heart and
soul as well as the darkness of the world that Christ is born.
Celebrating his birth on December 25" is a well-placed reminder
of that timeless truth.

Silent night, holy night! Son of God, love’s pure light
Radiant beams from your holy face, with the dawn of redeeming grace,
Jesus, Lord, at your birth, Jesus, Lord, at your birth.

May you all have a Merry and Blessed Christmas.

An Update from Your Coordinator of Youth Ministries

CLC’s Youth Ministry will be supporting MCREST’s second annual
“Joy of a Toy” drive this year. The number of at-risk and homeless
women and children in Macomb County has increased
dramatically in the past few years. It has brought home to
MCREST the need to provide a “Christmas” for these children.
Last year, MCREST provided over 50 families with toys and
goodies for the children. We expect the number of families in
need to increase this year. It is very difficult and sad to be a
homeless child. It is such a loss of home, security, food, friends
and “toys.” When you don’t have a regular place to sleep or call
home, you can’t bring your toys with you. Often times, everything
you own is in a backpack.

MCREST is looking for new unwrapped toys for children from
infancy to late teens. The recommended value of these items is
$20 or less. Donations of wrapping paper, tape and bows will also
be welcomed.

After the toy drive is complete, moms can go “shopping” to pick
toys for their children and wrap them. This allows the mothers to
have some control of their life and feel that they were able to
provide their children with Christmas.
